To protect against electric shock, do notimmerse cord, plug, orany parts of the ovenin
water or otherliquids.

Do notlet cord hang over edge of table or counter, ortouch hot surfaces.

Do not operate appliance with damaged cord or plug or after the appliance malfunctions,
orhas been damagedinany manner, return the appliance to the nearest Authorised Service
Centre for examination, repair, or adjustment.

The use of accessory attachments not recommended by the appliance manufacturer may
cause hazard orinjury.

Do not place onornearahot gas orelectric burner, orin aheated oven, orin a microwave
oven.

When operating the oven, keep atleast 12 cm of space on all sides of the oven to allow for
adequate air circulation.

Unplug from outlet when not in use, or before cleaning. Let it to cool down before putting on
or taking off parts, or before cleaning.

Do not cover any part of the oven with metal foil. This may cause overheating of the oven.
Extreme caution should be exercised when removing tray or disposing of hot grease or other
hot liquids.

Do not clean the oven with metal scouring pads. Metal chippings would touch electrical
parts, and endanger arisk of electric shock.

Afire may occurif the ovenis covered by or placed near the flammable material, including
curtains, draperies, walls, and the like, when in operation. Do not store any item on the oven
during operation.

Extreme caution should be exercised when using containers constructed if anything other
than metal or glass.

Do not place any of the following materials in the oven: cardboard, plastic, paper, or
anything similar.

Do not store any materials, other than manufacturer’'srecommended accessories, in this
ovenwhennotinuse.

To disconnect, turn any control to “off”, then remove plug from wall outlet. Always hold the
plug, but never pullthe cord.

Always wear protective, insulated oven mitts when inserting or removing items from the
hot oven.

This appliance has atempered, safety glass door. The glass is stronger than ordinary glass
and more resistant to breakage. Avoid scratching door surface or nicking edges. If the door
glass has a scratch ornick, contact the nearest Authorised Service Centre for examination
andrepair.

Do notuse outdoors.

Do notuse appliance for other thanintended use.

This appliance is for HOUSEHOLD USE ONLY.

The accessible surfaces are liable to get hot when the appliance is operating.

Glass Door cannot support goods in the fully open position.

Remove allracks and pans. Wash the racks and pans in hot soapy water orin a dishwasher.
Thoroughly dry all accessories and re-assemble in oven. Plug oven into outlet and you are
ready to use your new cooker.

When begin to use:

Confirm the marked power consumptionis in conformity with your household electric
power.

Do notlet cord hang over edge of table or counter to avoid that children may stumble over.
If the supply cordis damaged, the oven should not be used before itis repaired.
Ovenshould be sent to the manufacturer, authorised service agent or a similarly qualified
person torepairin orderto avoid a hazard.

This unit has a short power supply cord to reduce the risk resulting from becoming entangled in
or tripping over along cord. An extension cord may be used if you are careful inits use:

The electric rating of the extension cord should be at least as great as the electrical rating of
the appliance.

An extension cord with the power cord must be arranged so that it will not drape over the
countertop or table top where they can be pulled on by children or tripped over accidentally.

OPERATION INSTRUCTION

Using Your Oven:

Pluginand switch on at power socket

Select oven mode with the Oven Function Knob ( [l [m] )
Use the Temperature knob to select your desired temperature.
Ensure you switch the oven to the ‘OFF’ position when finished.
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Using Your Oven:

Using the ceramic hotplates:

1. Pluginand switch on at power socket.

2. Turnthe Hotplate Knob and select required temperature. Bearin mind the left hand hotplate
is more powerful than the right hand hotplate.

3. BothHotplates canbe usedat the same time.
4. Ensureyouswitchhotplatestothe ‘OFF position when finished.

Safety Precautions

Use the food tray handle or oven mitts to remove hot food fromthe oven.
Never put plastic or paperfood containersin the oven.

Note: Maximum weight of food that can be put on either the grill rack or food tray is 3.5kg.
Always ensure that food is distributed evenly across the rack or tray for even weight distribution.
